- An 800-1000 word essay about the significance of ecumenism and interfaith
partnership in the life of the applicant, the applicant’s community, and the church
broadly

Members or active participation in PC(USA) congregations

Demonstrated commitment to or strong interest in ecumenical engagement
Potential for ecumenical and interfaith partnership with and on behalf of the church
in the future

Academic ability

committee at the Bossey Ecumenical Institute, who grant final approval of applicants.
Scholarship applicants will be informed of scholarship decisions following their
admission to the Bossey program.
